Since 

then all the spokes have been fitted to the wheel and on Friday 

morning a group of Club Members gathered at the site to mark out the 

circles for the veteran and vintage cars and decide on the parking format 

for the classic cars that we anticipated would arrive on Sunday.  On paper, 

and on the ground, it looked pretty good.

Encouragingly the numbers of Veteran and Vintage vehicles on display 

was only slightly down on the last couple of years.  However, Classics and 

visitor numbers were well down which was not too surprising because of 

the coronavirus.  
 

An interesting fact was brought to my attention during the display, that 

being that there were three 3 -wheelers on site.  A 3 -wheeled MORGAN, a 3-

wheeled MESSERSCHMITT and a 3-wheeled PHANOMOBILE.
